  Pope Leo in his letter Dilexi Te writes: In the time of Jesus, the needy and the sick, 

lacking the necessities of life, frequently found themselves forced to beg. They thus bore 

the added burden of social shame, due to the belief that sickness and poverty were 

somehow linked to personal sin. Jesus firmly countered this mentality by insisting that 

God “makes his sun rise on the evil and on the good and sends rain on the righteous and 

on the unrighteous.”  

The Week of Prayer for Christian Unity begins today. The theme for the week is 

‘There is one body and one Spirit, just as you were called to the one hope of your 

calling” (Ephesians 4:4). We are invited to place Christian Unity in our prayer in a very 

special way this week. There is still a long road to travel on the way to Christian unity. 

Catholic Schools Week also begins today. The theme this year is Normal Lives, 

Called to Holiness. Catholic schools exist to form individuals who know that their lives 

have a purpose and a calling. This year’s theme resonates with the central conviction 

that education is a path not only to knowledge and maturity but also to holiness.

Let us keep school communities in our prayers 

this week.
